Operation :

1. When operatingthe refrigerator forthe first time, set the thermostaticdial at 3,
connect the electric wire and runit without loadingany food. Usually this takes
2-3 hours. Thenset the thermostaticdial to thedesired setting andplace food in

the refrigerator.

. The temperatureof the refrigeratorcan be adjustedby turning the thermostatic

dial, setting thedial at 3 or 4 isthe most suitable for general operation.
The refrigerator capabilityis stronger asthe dial numberincreases.

When you setit to 0, the refrigerator willstop.

. Do notput too muchfood in therefrigerator. Openthe door lessto maintain the

temperature of therefrigerator and alwaysleave warm foodto cool toroom

temperature before puttinginto the refrigeratorto save energy consumption.

. Frost inthe fridge compartmentcan defrost automatically and the watercan flow

to the watercollection pan, whichsupports the compressor.

The condensed waterwill evaporate withthe heat ofthe compressor.

If the drainhose in the compressor compartment isnot installed correctly, please
install it againbefore use.

Defrost the freezercompartment whenever thelayer of froston the surfacereaches
3 or 4mm. When defrosting, removeall food, setthe thermostatic dialat 0 andopen
the door. After the frost has melted, discard the waterand dry theinterior of the
refrigerator. Therefrigerator can thenbe restarted by turning its thermostatto the

desired setting.

Troubleshooting:

The fuse hasnot burnt out
The power plugis firmly pluggedinto the socket

The thermostat settingis not in0 position

. When therefrigerator is notcool enough, ensurethat:
The thermostat isat the correctsetting
There is enoughspace around therefrigerator
The doors arenot opened too frequently and fortoo long
The refrigerator isnot in directsunlight or placednear a heatsource

There is nottoo much foodor hot foodin the refrigerator

. When thefood in therefrigerator is frozencheck that:
The thermostat isat the correctsetting

There is nottoo much foodthat contains alot of moisturein the refrigerator

. When therefrigerator operates toonoisily, ensurethat:
The refrigerator isproperly leveled
The refrigerator isnot touching objectsaround it

The containers orsolid packages storedinside are nottouching each other

. When thereis water spillon the ground:
The drain holeis blocked

The drain hosein compressor compartmentis not installed correctly

. When therefrigerator runs continuouslyin the summerwithout stop:
There is toomuch food inthe refrigerator
The thermostat dialis at ahigher position suchas 7
The door ofrefrigerator is openedtoo frequently
The ventilation aroundthe refrigerator isnot sufficient

The door isnot closed properlyor the door gasket is deformed
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
